Course Description:

They will be able to have a hands-on opportunity to develop a basic understanding in electrical wiring, battery repair, operate and repair power tools, maintain Ag equipment, welding (arc, mig), and metal fabrication (projects). They will also be able to develop greater skills in welding and metal fabrication (projects).

Work Habit: (20 % of student’s grade)

Attendance: Attendance is imperative for success. The topics covered in this class build on one another and missing class could delay success and learning. 

· Class is worth 10 points daily.

· Attendance: Be on time! In assigned seat when the bell rings. 

· Absence results in a loss of 10 points.

· Truancy results in an automatic “0” with no possible make up.

· School excused absences do not count against your daily points.

Class Expectations: In order to gain the necessary skills and knowledge, you are expected to be appropriate, respectful, and actively participating in class.

· Be to class on time and prepared!

· Come prepared to learn with pencil or pen, binder, and textbook.

· Contribute to a positive learning environment.

· No Food or Drink (water is okay)

· Look to learn something daily

Written Assignments, Quizzes, and Tests: (30% of students grade)

Homework is important to reinforce and expand daily concepts. Students should expect to spend some time at home to work on their assignments and to study for upcoming quizzes.

· There will be homework on a regular basis.

· Assignments will be due on the assigned date, no later than 3:00pm. 

· At the beginning of each week, a quiz will be given on the previous information covered.

· Tests given in class will be performance and paper based.

· Cheating or plagiarism will result in failing academic credit.

· Binder: contains all notes, assignments, quizzes, and projects, etc.

Making up Assignments, Quizzes, and Tests:

I expect students to turn in assignments when they are due.

· If a student is absence, the assignment must be completed 3 class periods after the assignment was handed out, to receive full credit.

· Quizzes can be made up before or after school, but must be made up before the next unit, to receive full credit.

· Tests can be made up before or after school, but must be made up 5 class periods after the test was given, to receive full credit.

· Students can only retake tests or quizzes one time.

Shop Projects: (50% of students grade)

Class Instruction:

· The biggest part of the student’s grade is the shop projects. 

· In order to understand, the student must be prepared and follow instructions.

· Projects will consist of various shop operation procedures.

· Paying attention, taking adequate notes, and following instructions will provide the student with the best learning experience and score.

· Each student will be required to have an (SAE) “Supervised Agricultural Experience Program” ~ Agricultural Project throughout this course.

Making up Projects:

· Projects can be made up after school, but must be worked out with the teacher.

It is hard to gain a full appreciation for the projects, activities, and procedures accomplished in this class if you have to complete the work after the fact. Please be here on time and prepared to learn, so you do not miss out.

Dress Code:

Due to the natures of this course, students are required to wear proper working attire on entering the shop areas (safety glasses, gloves, shoes with socks, long pants and long sleeve shirts or coveralls). Open toed shoes are not allowed. If you come with open toed shoes or improper attire, you will not be allowed in the shop and will lose your daily points. 

Required Items:

Throughout this course, you will learn the basic skills related to the mechanical activities involved with agricultural production and service. You will be able to have a hands-on opportunity to develop a basic understanding and skills in surveying, plumbing and soldering, painting, engine repair, welding (arc, mig, oxy-acetylene), and metal fabrication skills (projects).  These units require you to wear protective gear and use certain tools.  You cannot work in the shop without these items.  The following are the specific items that your student will need before he/she can enter in the shop.

· Safety Glasses
	· Tape Measure

· Welding Gloves
