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CHRYSAL



Care & Handling Guidelines
Temperature—avoid fluctuations
Sanitation…matters! Work clean
Botrytis—Keep petals DRY

Ethylene gas—silent, but deadly! Avoid exposure
Be Prepared—Make quick transfers after cutting stems (within 1-5 seconds)
Hydration—Allow time for uptake so stems harden 

(2-4hrs min)

Dosing—measure when mixing
Mix flower food with COLD water 


Serve flower solutions straight up! (No Ice)

Stripping—best performed in privacy of your home

Peel petals only if blemished or diseased!

Sugar—I love you tuberoses, protea, lisianthus, peonies!
If you wouldn’t drink it, 




or drink out of it—








Neither will your flowers!! 
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
