The report must be in your own words. Sites that are not permitted are Wikipedia, about.com, and other non-creditable sources. The format is not as important as the information. Everything below will help you in your research. Your report must include a reference page at the end in “APA or MLA format.” Attach the Crop Report form to your paper. The report is due November 15, 2012.
