I. Objective: After completing this job sheet, you will be able to take better photos, using proper techniques.
II. Materials Needed:
· Camera with memory card

· Computer & Internet

· Agricultural Scenes (Natural resource, farms, animals, etc...)

· Cord to transfer photos to computer

III. Instructions:

1. With your camera, take a minimum of 10 photos that are agriculturally related. Interpretation is open as to what is agricultural. 

Note:

· The photo should be focused

· The camera does not have to be an expensive camera
· The photos should be taken during the day

2. The photos must communicate composition techniques discussed in class.

· Light (front, back, left and right side)
· Color

· Framing

· Emphasis

· Angle of View (eye-level, low-angle, or high-angle)

· Close-up

· Depth of Field (Aperture: larger and small)

· Background Distraction (simple or distraction)

· Balance

· Portrait & Landscape

3. After you take the following photos described above, bring your camera to class and then download the photos to your school file or the desktop. 
4. When the photos have been transferred to the computer, save a few of the photos as a JPEG, as a TIFF, and as a RAW file.

· Make sure you name each photo with the composition technique.
