ETHYLENE: 

What is it? Naturally occurring plant hormone. Ripening hormone

Where it originates:

Fruits & vegetables

Damaged or diseased flowers 

Flowers held at higher than recommended temperatures

Exhaust gases 
Smoke
Damaged or diseased plant material also give off ethylene
SYMPTOMS of EXPOSURE 

· Downward bending of flower, foliage. Foliage falls off

· Buds fail to open

· Petals shatter from stems

· Flowers fall off

· Distorted bloom opening 

· Blue-ish coloration
· Florist greens will yellow 
· Leaves bend downward or fall off in the presence of ethylene.
· Berries fall off
CONTROL METHODS

· Post harvest treatment of STS (farm level)
· Transport with 1-MCP (Ethylene Buster truck kits or box sachets)
· Temperature control. Less problematic at colder than 40F

· Ventilation 
· Sanitation 
· Minimize damage-bruising, bumping, peeling, scraping, dropping boxes on pallets…
