I.  
Objective: After completing this job sheet, the students will be able to select photos, crop photos, and write captions.
II. 
Materials Needed:

· Adobe Photoshop
· Multiple photographs in digital format with high resolutions (1000 dpi or more).
III. 
Instructions:

1. Select the best photo available to accompany an agricultural news story choice from the instructor.
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Note: The photo should:

· Be focused;

· Represent the activity in the article; and

· Contain appropriate and legal graphics.

2. Using Adobe Photoshop cropping tools, crop the photo.
Note: The cropping should:

Eliminate distractions from the photo (unimportant background images);

· Emphasize part of the photo to give it more importance;

· Change the composition by moving the subject in or out of dead center;

· Change the orientation by making a horizontal image vertical; and/or

· Change the size of the photo to make it consistent with other photos.

3. Print picture on photo paper and attach to job sheet and caption scorecard.
4. Write a caption for the photo (20-30 words) on the scorecard.
Note: A good caption:
· Clearly identifies the subject of the picture, without detailing the obvious
· Is succinct
· Establishes the picture's relevance to the article
· Provides context for the picture
· Draws the reader into the article
