Procedure:


You will be assigned into groups of two or three, depending on the number of students in class. In your groups, you will need to select a topic from the topic item list, and then approve it with your teacher. Once your topic is approved, you will need to create 10 to15 interview questions that will help in your research. When writing your questions and researching, keep the end in mind “what do you want the listener to know.” After you write the questions, you will then research the topic and write up a 30-90 second script. Make sure you follow the radio structure and technique guidelines in creating your radio script. An outline for the opening will be provided to aid in the introduction of your radio script. When you complete writing the script, each group member will need to record the script on the digital recorder, acting as the announcer for the broadcast. When your script has been recorded, download the recording and send it to your teacher.
